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August 2021: GLOBAL MARKET INDEX PERFORMANCE

Global equities posted positive returns in August, with the MSCI ACWI IMI up 2.5%, the S&P 500 up 3.0%, and non-US developed equity markets up 1.8%
in dollar terms. Growth stocks outperformed value stocks for the month, and large cap stocks outperformed small cap. U.S. investment-grade bonds
decreased -0.2% for the month while U.S. high yield finished the month up 0.5%. Commodities fell -0.3% while the all-items CPI increased by 0.5%.

The global reopening continued in August, with a number of developed markets further lifting restrictions. August economic data pointed to an economy that,
while past the peak rate of growth, is still running hot, and concerns around inflationary pressures continued to build. Emerging market equities were largely
driven by events in China. The Chinese regulatory changes continued through August with a widening number of industries and sectors impacted.
